Tehachapi Little League-Code of Conduct
The Tehachapi Little League Board of Directors have implemented the following Code of Conduct for the important 

message it holds about the proper role of parents in supporting their child/children in sports.  Parents should read, 

understand and sign this form prior to their child/children participating in our league.  Any parent or player guilty of 

improper conduct at any game or practice will be asked to leave the game/sport facility.  A second violation will result 

in a Board hearing to decide what further action will be taken.  Repeat violations may cause a multiple game 

suspension or the season forfeiture of the privilege of attending all games for parent and child.

The Little League Volunteer Pledge:

I will praise a good effort despite the outcome of the game.

I will respect the decisions of the umpires.

I will positively support all managers, coaches and players.

I will teach all children to play fair and do their best.

~I will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices unless I am one of the official 

coaches of the team.

I therefore agree:

~I will not use verbal or physical abuse upon any official, coach, player, spectator or board member.  I will treat other 

officials, coaches, players, spectators or board members with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.

~I will not engage in any unsportsman-like conduct such as booing and taunting; or using profane language/gestures.

~I will not speak disrespectfully to any official, coach, player, spectator or board member of the league.  I will respect 

the officials and their authority during the game.  I will never question, discuss or confront coaches at the game field, 

and will take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.

~I will not put any derogatory or verbally abusive posts on any social media site about official, coach, player, spectator 

or board member.

~I understand that the umpires shall have the authority and discretion during a game to penalize the offender 

according to  the infraction up to and including expulsion from the game.

~I will remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for youth, not adults.

~I will be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by 

demonstrating positive support for all officials, coaches, players, spectators or board members at every game, practice 

or other sporting event.

~I will not lay a hand upon, push, shove, strike or threaten to strike anyone.

~I will emphasize skill development and practices and how they benefit my child over winning.  I will also de-

emphasize games and competition in the lower age groups.
